MUSIC 
 
Amanda Roocroft 

Amanda was born, brought up and educated in Lancashire. In her youth she was a talented pianist and 
soprano cornet player. Her first love, however, was always singing. She entered and won most of the music 
festivals in the North West on all three disciplines, but it was singing she chose to study at the Royal Northern 
College of Music. 

She won many prizes whilst still at college, including the prestigious Curtis Gold Medal for Singing and the 
Freddie Cox Award.  Nationally she won the Kathleen Ferrier Prize and the Silver Medal of the Worshipful 
Company of Musicians. Whilst still a student she made her professional operatic debut with Welsh National 
Opera in 1990, playing the role of Sophie in Der Rosenkavelier, for which she was awarded the Royal 
Philharmonic Society Music Award for the “Impact of her Debut and the promise of a glittering career”. The 
following year she made her Royal Opera House debut as Pamina in the Magic Flute and her Glyndebourne 
debut as Fiordiligi in Cosi Fan Tutte. 

Since those early days her career has taken her around the world. She has performed in most of the major 
opera houses in the UK, North America, Europe and Japan, and with many great conductors including Sir 
Simon Rattle, Sir Neville Marriner, Sir Edward Downes, Valery Gergiev, Zubin Mehta and many more. She 
has appeared at the Proms and the Edinburgh Festival on a regular basis. 

She has also been honoured by being made a Fellow of the University of Central Lancashire, and of the Royal 
Northern College of Music and a Doctor of Music at Manchester University. In 2007 she won an Olivier Award 
for “Outstanding Achievement in Opera” for her portrayal of Jenufa in Janacek‟s opera of the same name with 
English National Opera.   Recently she has sung Madame Butterfly for WNO, reprised her starring role as 
Jenufa in Madrid, and sung the role of Eve in WNO‟s production of Die Meistersingers which was also 
performed at the Proms. 

In 2010 she gave an outstanding performance in Janacek‟s “The Makropulos Case” at ENO and in 2011 she 
will return to the Royal Opera House singing Ellen Orford in Peter Grimes by Benjamin Britten. 

As well as wowing the critics on a regular basis throughout her career, she was included in The Times “Top 
Twenty World‟s Divas”  and, according to music critic Norman Lebrecht  “………is the only British Soprano left 
on the world stage.” 

Apart from singing in opera, concerts and Lieder recitals she is also a Professor of Vocal Studies at the Royal 
College of Music in London.  
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Margaret J Smith - LRAM GRSM 

Margaret studied piano with Dame Fanny Waterman. She spent 4 years at  Royal Academy of Music, London 
studying Piano & Violin. Margaret has held a variety of teaching posts, culminating in 19 years as Director of 
Music at prestigious Yorkshire School. She has wide experience at all levels of instrumental and vocal/choral 
music, coaching individuals and groups to high standard, winning National Competitions and Festivals. 
Margaret teaches Piano to an advanced level, and gives workshops and master -classes. She conducts 
chamber choirs, opera and oratorio and she is a Moderator for external examinations in performance and 
composition. Margaret has been a Music Adjudicator since 1997, with many accolades for excellence of 
communication delivered with warmth and understanding. 

 

Philip Dewhurst - BA Hons. PGCE 
 
Philip Dewhurst was born and educated in Bolton, Lancashire.  He read music at the University of Newcastle-
upon-Tyne under Professor Denis Matthews where he specialised in performance on the oboe.  After finishing 
his degree, he completed a Post Graduate Certificate of Education and went into teaching.

A graduate of Guildhall, Patricia is a speech teacher based in Bangor, County Down. She is an Adjudicator-
Member of the British and International Federation of Festivals for Music, Dance and Speech and a member 
of the Society of Teachers of Speech and Drama. As a drama tutor she has presented drama workshops to 
groups of all ages throughout Northern Ireland and she is tutor to North Down Youth Drama, Co-ordinator of 
the North Down Summer Dance-Drama Scheme and of the youth programme of the Aspects Celebration of 
Irish Writing in Bangor. She is past Chairwoman of the Ulster Association of Youth Drama.  
 

Patricia‟s productions have won the Ulster Drama Festival, Glasgow International Festival, Dundalk 
International Festival and the Northern Ireland and British One-act Festivals and have also appeared as far 
afield as Austria, Japan and USA.

1.  All Entries must be made on the official entry form and be received by the Festival Council  
on or before SEPTEMBER 1st 2011 

 

2.  The Council reserves the right to refuse any entry and no entry will be considered to have been made 
unless accompanied by the appropriate entry fee. Please make all cheques payable to óBlackpool 
Festivalô  

 

3.  The Festival is for amateur performers and students who do not derive the main part of their income 
from teaching or performance.  

 

4.  All ages referred to in the classes must be calculated as on date of performance. 
 

5.  Immediately the entry list is closed, the Council will decide the order in which the Classes will be taken 
and ballot for the order of performing. Entry fees cannot be returned after this ballot has taken place. 

 

6.  Any performer who, in the six months before the competition has been a regular pupil of any of our 
Adjudicators will be ineligible to perform. 

 

7.  Certificates of Participation will be given to all performers of 18 years and under in each class. The 
certificates should be claimed at the end of the class, together with own-choice music and Adjudicatorôs 
remarks 

 

8.  Certificates of Merit will be awarded to performers placed First, Second or Third in each class. The 
certificates should be claimed at the end of the class, together with own-choice music and Adjudicatorôs 
remarks. These will be available from the Festival Office. 

 

9.  At the close of the classes trophies will be handed to the representatives of the winning performer, who 
will first be required to enter into a bond of safe custody.  Trophies must be returned not later than 1st 
September, or as directed by the Council. 

 

10.  Trophies and Merit Certificates will be withheld if, in the opinion of the Adjudicator, sufficient merit is not 
shown and the Adjudicatorôs decision, in all classes, is final. 

 

11.  During the actual class, all enquiries, complaints, protests or representations to the Adjudicators must be 
made through the Chairman or Co-ordinator.

The entry 
will not be accepted without the music. Publishers will not allow us to accept unauthorised copies of 
copyright music for use at any stage of the festival. 
Performers must supply another copy of their chosen work marked with name, class number, and ballot 
number for the use of the Adjudicator. This copy must be given in to the Adjudicator before the start of the 
class. 
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16.  OWN CHOICE (SPEECH) 
Title of piece and publisher must be stated at time of entry. 
A written or word processed copy of the piece to be performed must be forwarded with the entry. 
Without this the entry will not be accepted. Performers are asked to consider the type of audience 
when selecting their own choice material. 

 

17.  The Festival Council will not accept any liability or responsibility for any loss or damage suffered by any 
performer or person, or to his or her effects or possessions, arising out of his or her participation or 
attendance at the Festival.

PRELIMINARY STATEMENT: The safety of children and members of other vulnerable groups is 
paramount and all, without exception, have the right to protection from abuse. All suspicions and 
allegations of abuse will be taken seriously and responded to swiftly and appropriately and all the 
charityôs trustees, staff and volunteers have a responsibility to report concerns.

1  PURPOSE AND FUNCTION OF THE ORGANISATION: 
Blackpool  Festivalõs object is to advance the education of amateur performers in the arts of music, 
dance and speech by promoting annual festivals, concerts, recitals or classes for performance in 
competition or otherwise together with professional constructive criticism and guidance. 
 
2  THE FESTIVAL ENVIRONMENT 
Blackpool Festival seeks to create a caring environment with the highest possible protection for 
children in a single venue monitored by the School Security Staff and Festival Personnel. 
Our policy is to engage with parents/guardians/carers and teachers in partnership in order to ensure, 
as far as is reasonably practical, a safe environment at the Festival. 
 
3  TO WHOM DOES THIS POLICY APPLY 
This policy relates to children under the age of 18 years and members of vulnerable groups of 
any age who are identified by letter to the Chairman/Co-ordinator prior to their arrival at the 
Festival 
In recognising the needs of children from all ethnic groups and children who are disabled, the 
Festival actively seeks to meet needs notified to it by parents/guardians/carers and/or teachers. 
 
4   FESTIVAL PERSONNEL 
All Festival helpers are volunteers known to the Festival Council 
Contact details and references are held for all festival personnel 
Helpers working in sole charge of children have been processed and cleared by the Criminal 
Records Bureau 
All Festival helpers are aware of and support this Child Protection Policy 
Festival helpers sign in on arrival and sign out when leaving the Festival venue 
Festival personnel are clearly named by badges to be worn at all times in the festival venue 
Festival personnel are aware that they must direct children with a problem to the Chairman or Co-
ordinator (or a designated deputy) identified by a distinctive green badge. 
Every problem will be taken seriously and will be documented and dated  
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5  PREPARATION FOR ATTENDANCE AT FESTIVAL 
Blackpool Festival contacts parents/guardians/carers of all children under 18 years individually 
before the festival date with a copy of the Child Protection Policy. 
 

Contact is made by mailing the policy directly to the home addresses of parents/guardians/carers 
where possible. When the entry has been made by a teacher, contact with parents/guardians/carers 
is made through the agency of that teacher. 
 

Blackpool Festival requires parents/guardians/carers to ensure that their children are adequately 
supervised during the time they are attending the festival. 
 

If parents/guardians/carers cannot attend with their children, Blackpool Festival draws their 
attention to this Child Protection Policy and requires them to be satisfied that their children will be 
accompanied to the festival and adequately supervised by adults acting on their behalf. 
 
6  PERFORMANCE AND CHANGING AREAS 
Public areas, such as toilets, will not be supervised. 
 

The corridor to changing rooms will be supervised by festival personnel. 
 

Changing rooms will be supervised by those responsible adults attending with children. 
  
Parents/guardians/carers and teachers will be required to arrange the number of attending adults in 
the changing rooms with the festival organisers having due regard for fire and safety regulations at 
the venue. 
 
7  PHOTOGRAPHS, VIDEO RECORDING and PRESS PHOTOGRAPHY 
No photography or recording of any type is allowed in the performance rooms. 
 

It is a condition of entry into the venue that no cameras, audio or video equipment are taken into the 
performance rooms. This condition is notified on the admission ticket. 
 

Children may be photographed only in the designated area in the main foyer of the venue. 
 

The press may take arranged photographs to appear in the local Gazette newspaper for publicity 
purposes. If you do not wish your child to be photographed you must make this plain to the 
personnel arranging the photograph.

As before, medals and merit certificates will be awarded for the first three places in each Class 
and all performers will receive a Certificate of Participation.  
 

In addition to the Cynthia Carr Trophy, which is awarded for the overall Outstanding 
Performance in the Dance Section, the Burnside Trophy will be awarded for the most promising 
performer under 12 years and the Marson Trophy will go to the most outstanding Duet in the 
Festival.   
 
 

The General Regulations of the Festival apply to this section of our Syllabus with the exception of 
Nos 7 and 8 and those referring specifically to Music or Speech and in addition to the following:- 
 

a) The Council may combine Sections or Classes when the entry is small, divide a class when entries 
are large and has the power to make any other regulations or interpret or qualify any of these rules 
as the occasion may arise. 

b)  The Council does not accept liability for the infringement of copyright, recording or performing rights 
arising out of any entrant‟s accompaniment or performance. The Festival contributes to a Group 
Licence to cover payment of fees for the use of recorded music at its events. Teachers and 
Choreographers using tapes created from commercial recordings are advised that they are 
themselves responsible for seeking permission to re-record from the recording companies 
concerned. 

c) All Digital and Flash photography and Video recording during any performance is prohibited. 
d) The stage and the wings are out of bounds to all except authorised persons and entrants about to 

perform. All competitors must report backstage and hand in their tapes at least 10 minutes before 
the start of their section. 

e)  It is the responsibility of the entrant to set tapes ready to play. All tapes should be clearly 
marked and the organisers do not accept any responsibility for incorrect playing of any tape 
except in the event of equipment failure.  

f) Where live music is used it is the responsibility of the entrant to bring the accompanist and any 
instrument required other than a piano. 

g) No performer may enter the same class more than once in their own age group for  
 each Solo section and twice for each technique in the Duet section. 
h) A minimum of FOUR dancers constitutes a Group. 
i) Solo dancers may not be substituted but one substitute will be allowed in a Duet  
 and three in a Group 

j) Time Limits will be strictly enforced. Timing will begin at the first note or word of the 
accompaniment or the first movement of the dancer, whichever occurs first. An excess of more than 
25 seconds will result in disqualification.  

k) A short synopsis, not exceeding 30 words, will be regarded as part of the announcement to the 
            dance.     
l) Pre-recorded music used in Song & Dance sections must not include singing or chanting on the  
            cassette. In Tap sections there should not be any recorded tap or similar sounds. 
m) Fixed taps (single sound) only may be used. 
n) Pointe work is not allowed for any entrant under 13 years old. 
o) Gymnastic dance is permitted provided that it is combined with a modern dance technique.
